Leap

The contractor for

waste disposal pick-up in
Milibrook, BFI, has in-
formed Council that as of
March 1 , monthly rates
for the present service
will increase from $1383.
to $3200. Newcastle
Recycling Limited, with
whom Millbrook signed
the original contract, were
bought out last year by
BFI (Browning Ferris h-i-
dustries), an American
firm.

In informing Council of
the increase in rates, BFI
also suggested alternative
service, limiting pick-up to
once a week and possibly
having industrial and
commercial customers pay
individually for container
service. At present, gar
bage pick-up is supplied
twice a week . to commer
cia! customers.

The least expensive
alternative will still cost
more than $700 more per
month than the present
contract. According to
village clerk, Gail Empey
no other contractors have
been found so far from
whom quotes can be ob
tamed.

. EDITORIAL
In the height of winter, with tournaments, play-offs,

and a skating carnival just ahead, and a sell-out NHL
Oldtimer game just past, attention focuses on the area
Arena. What a pleasant change it is to find the outlook
rosier and the mood so much more optimistic.

It wasn’t many months ago that the atmosphere
around the Millbrook Cavan South Monaghan Corn-
rnunity Centre was pretty bleak. Deficit figures soared
by thousands of dollars each month. There were notes
of discord struck over the proposed purchase of a low-
emissivity curtain for the debt-ridden facility. Some
Arena Board members complained about a lack of
communication in the running of the Community Cen
tre, and one Arena Manager resigned. Last year’s
Assisistant Manager was appointed to take his place.

This last action may well turn out to be the best thing
to happen to the Arena in years. Bill Wells seems to
have drawn praise from all quarters. He is keen,
knowledgeable and interested in his job. Equipment and
mechanical breakdowns have hardly been noticed this
year so far, so quickly and effectively have Wells and his
team, Tony Quibell and Doug Manley, dealt with the
problems. His canny assessment of a problem with the
brine pump, and his decisive response to it, meant that
the NHL Oldtimers found ice to play on when they
arrived in Mifibrook last month.

Bill Wells doesn’t just work on making good ice
though. He also works on making money. The Arena
deficit is on its way down. He puts in 55 to 60 hours a
week, trying out new ideas, selling ice time, and looking
into ways of making the Community Centre a viable en-
tity. His enthusiasm is infectious.

The challenge for Wells will be even greater after the
ice comes out at the end of March. Summer plans in-
dude refacing the interior of the Arena, cleaning up the
boards, and building a new equipment room. Im
provements to the Arena will draw more business next
season, but in the meantime there are those lean months
to get through. It will be important then to remember
that ‘Rome wasn’t built in a day’. Not even Bill Wells
can cancel a $34,000 debt in a matter of months. But it
looks at the moment as though he’s giving it his best
shot.

Businesses on

Milibrook’s main street
over the past century have
come and gone, following
the changes in needs and
technology and the ebb
and flow of Canada’s
general ecOnomy. But one
feature that has endured
for justunder a century
and with three generations
all from one family, is the
red and white wooden
pole that landmarks the
Nattress Barber Shop.

The first Nattress Bar-
ber Shop was opened in
the village in 1897, by
Tom Nattress, a great-
uncle of Lyle Nattress, the
third generation to
operate a shop in
Milibrook. This shop was
short-lived when Tom
died during a typhoid
fever outbreak at the
young age of 22. While his
brother took over the
business, he ran it for only
four months before selling
out to Stan Armstrong
and moving to Toronto.

It was shortly after this
time, in 1901 that Harold
Nattress, Lyle’s father,
purchased, at the age of
15 , the Donnelly shop
which he ran for 65 years,
passing the business over
to his son Lyle.

Harold Nattress’s first
shop was located where
the post office stands
today on the corners of
King and Union Streets.
His business at that time,
was one of a series in that
part of town. Located
next to him in the same
block were a time shon, a

butcher’s shop, a
‘ photographer’s gallery

and Dr. Burnham’s (Jean
Burnham’s Grandfather)
ftffice, exhibiting the
diversity and extent of the
downtown core of a
village once much more
affluent and grander than
today.

During his years of
ownership, the business
moved to several spots in

.-the King St. business
district. At one time, his
shop was situated in the
Docon Telephone building
and housed a pool hail.
Eventually he settled in
1923 where the shop is
located today, in a narrow
brick building tucked in
between the Public
Library and the Past and
Present Antiques Shop on
the north side of King.

Harold Nattress’
business was a busy and
profitable one, in spite of
the fact that he competed
with 2-3 other barber
shops operating in the
village around the same
time as his on. His
business centered around
the traditional cut and
shave. In his early years a
cut was 25 cents and a
shave 15 cents. Before the
coming of the electric
shaver, which helped to
revolutionize home
shaving, Mr. Nattress did
over 20 shaves a day, but
by the time he retired in
1964 his requests mounted
to never more than 3-4
shaves in a whole week.

Mr. Nattress always
employed an assistant in
his shop and when his two

sons Lyle and Edward
were old enough, they
worked with their Dad.
The assistant did some
cutting and the lathering
and finishing putting the
lather on the customer
beforehand and the
traditional tonic and hot
towels after Mr. Nattress
completed the shave. His
shaving equipment was
always kept in top cutting
fori with a razor sharp
edge, which ensured a
clean, close shave so dif
ficult to achieve with a
home shave. Lyle Nattress
recalls that most of his
father’s customers came in
twice a week for a shave
and this part of the
business kept them very
busy.

Like the rest of the
Milibrook businesses, the
Nattress Barber Shop
remained open on Wed-
nesday and Saturday
nights, often as late as to
2:00 a.m. In those days, it
was the town constable’s
job to go around to
businesses those two
nights and declare closing
time. But since Harold’s
father was town con-
stable, he always put his
son’s shop as one of the
last he visited.

The Nattress Barber
Shop, as today, was a real
community centre and
meeting place and when it
was open, it was always
host to the local men who
would come in for a shave
and cut and for some good
old-fashioned socializing.
In the shop men could be
seen huddled over a crib
board, half concentrating,
half joking and ex
changing news and gossip.
Lyle recalls that in his
early days in the store the
men would often brag
about who was going to
get pregnant next, but
“then the pill came in and
it changed everything.”
The barber shop also
housed a spittoon,
frequently used by the
tobacco chewing clientele.
“Nobody ever minded in
those days when someone
got up good spit” remem
bers Lyle. The shop also
attracted a large number
of travelling salesmen,
who on their off hours
visited, conducted
business and participated
with the local men in wat.
ch and jack-knife trading.
Milibrook was an impor
tant railroad junction up

until World War II and
the travelling salesmen
were añ integral part of
village life, offering the
locals an insight into
what was happ’ëning in
other larger and smaller
centres throughout On-
tario.

At one time, in the early
1930’s, the Barber Shop
also housed a hairdressing
corner which was run by a
lady who came by train
from Peterborough. It
was at this shop that the
first “bob” and “shingle”
haircuts were made
fashionable in the village
and for many years it
became quite a fad for the
women to come into the
Barber Shop.

Brahms’ E-Minor was my
favorite symphony. This
time I should like to men-
tion certain others, some
of them unusual and off
the beaten track for which
I have a special fondness.

I find I have an affinity
with the four imperfect
symphonies of Robert
Schumann. His symphony
number three, the
“Rhenish”, has a power-
ful and majestic opening
that should have heralded
a work of tremendous
proportions, unity and
skill. It would be near the
top of my favorites were it
not that the shortness and
construction of its five
movements give cause for
dissatisfaction. On the
other hand I believe
Schumann’s attempt at a
grand epic symphony, No.
2 in C Major, is far more
successful than the critics
would have us believe.

A striking and powerful
work seldom played is the
Symphony No. 3, the
“Divine Poem” by
Alexander Scriabine. Here
the force must be either
demonic, or perhaps we
should give Scriabine the

The sym
phonies too are superbly
orchestrated .

What! No Beethoven?
Yes, of course. I par-
ticularly enjoy Sym
phonies Two, Four and
Seven.

Finally, to wind up this
rambling account of my
predilections, what of the
modern dissonant works?
Here too I have my
favourites. I am fond of
all the four or five or
chestral symphonies of
Hindemith.

Members
of our school staff Mr. Tim Rowat, Mr. Harry Ellis,
Ms. Sandra Herage, and Mr. Brian Mack have all taken
on extra duties to help support the program.

Mr. Tim Rowat, the key teacher in this program, had
the following comments as the course started.

“Because so many students know so little about the
arts and so much about math, english and science, this
course is designed to teach the students about Art,
Drama and Music. Enough so that they can use their
knowledge in performance. Throughout the semester
there will be numerous talent and variety shows, and at
the end of the year there will be a Canadian based
production. The class is divided into two parts, Arts and
Instrumental Music, and these two classes will come
together to perform.”

The weekly schedule is as follows: Monday - the
music group has se.tional practices and tutoring, the ar
ts group has music drama and dance. Tuesday - the
music group has full band practices, the arts group has
art taught by Huntley Brown. Wednesday - same as
Monday.
