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Welcoming new Canadians

Canada - Yes! That was the unanimous
expression of enthusiasm in the gymna-
siom - turned Citizenship Court at
Grandview Public School, as fifty-seven
new Canadians took The Oath of Cana-
dian Citizenship on December 8, the final
step in a process that would officially
make them citizens of Canada.

It is not often that a public school is ho-
noured with _the privilege and
responsibility of hosting the Court of Ca-
nadian Citizenship, but Grandview was
up to the challenge. Local officials, stu-
dents, friends and family looked on with
pride, as new Canadians from 21 coun-
tries as diverse as India, Afghanistan,
Scotland and Romania swore the oath of
Canadian Citizenship. Because of space
limitations not all the students were able
to attend the ceremony but closed circuit

Judge Borosa read an article'in the To--
ronto Star about The Canada Chorus, a
group of Grandview stidents who recent-
ly recorded the pop single entitled Cana-
da Calling. He quickly obtained a copy
and was so moved by what he heard that
he arranged to have the song played in

Plans were soon underway to have the
ceremony take place at Grandview Public
School just outside Bethany.

The ceremony proceeded as Judge Bo-
rosa welcomed the. citizenship candidates
to: their new country on behalf of twenty
eight million other ‘Canadians. He re-
minded them of the privilege and respon-
sibility that accompanies Canadian
citizenship: respect for our differences;
dignity for all its people, regardless of
gender, race, age, colour or special

needs. Referring to his own arrival in

Canada in 1957 as a refugee and his sub-
sequent- application. for citizenship, he
called it a precious gift: a gift that_ can't

Brydon's work goes to National Folk Culture Collection

With the acceptance of JoEllen Bry-
don's composite piece, "The Pride of Pet-
erborough"  into the national ~ Folk
Culture Collection at the Museum of
Civilization, the Millbrook Gallery is
holding a special exhibit to celebrate re-
cent successes. The exhibit, opening
January13, will feature works by Brydon,
Angelo di Petta, George Raab, Bill Row-
land and Barb Walker, all members of
the Millbrook Gallery and all recently
" honoured in the art world.

Brydon's installation comprises  a
1930's lunch counter with period coffee
maker, cups and saucers and newspapers
of the time, describing the journey of
John Smith who, in 1934, set out from
Peterborough in his 16 foot red canoe,
"The Pride of Peterborough", to paddle
down the St. Lawrence, out through the _
Gulf, and across the ocean to Peterbo-
rough in Great Britain. The journey,
which ended in tragedy off the coast of
Newfoundland, was chronicled in the

Peterborough Examiner, copies of which
* Brydon discovered during a home reno-
vation project, preserved between the
flooring and the original floorboards in
her house. Research turned up a log re-
covered from the ocean that was kept by
Smith, allowing Brydon to trace the jour-
ney from Peterborough, down through

 the Trent Waterway to Lake Ontario and
along the St. Lawrence River to the
Gaspé and from there out to open water.
The adventures along the way are re-
corded in a series of 15 paintings that
hang above the lunch counter, along with
a painting of a route map, a fragment
form the original canoe and a photograph

-of Smith himself. :

"What inspires me about this man,"
says Brydon, "is his determination to wa-
ger his life on the faith he had in his own

skills. As artists we work hard with a be-

lief in our skills. Our life's work is often

.against the grain, and our successes are

measured by heartfelt determination, not
distance."

It was during Brydon's field placement
when in training as a-curator that she had
the opportunity to meet Magnus Einars-
son, researcher for the Folk Culture
Collection at the Museum of Civilization.
Discussion of the collection and of folk
culture led Brydon to describe her work
and in particular the John Smith -piece,
which Einarrson subsequently viewed
and submitted for consideration to the
Exhibitions Committee.

"The Pride of Peterborough" will form
part of the exhibit celebrating successes
at the Millbrook Gallery before it goes to
the national Museum of Civilization. In
addition, there will be on display award-
winning pieces by Angelo di Petta, re-
cently nominated for the Saidye Bronf-
man Award for excellence, George Raab
who was honoured this fall with the
Wildlife Heritage Foundation's Award of
Excellence at the Heritage Art Show in
Minnesota, Bill Rowland and Barb Walk-
er, who each took top awards at the Cen-
tral Ontario juried show. in Stouffville
and subsequently had works on display at
the Ontario Arts Council.

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Teenager hailed as hero
in school bus acudeni

Little did Brian Gamer
know that when he missed
his school bus on a frosty
morning in late Novem-
ber, he would be involved
in a situation which would
earn him the label "hero".
Brian, 18, caught the
late bus from Pontypool to
his Lindsay high school.
The bus was full and on
Hwy. #35 when a trans-
port truck passed the bus,
sending stones against the
windshield. Brian heard a
bang and saw the driver,
Shelda Chapman, with
both hands over her face.
He lunged over to investi-
gate and saw the wind-
shield had shattered and
the drivet's face and ears
were bleeding. The bus
was travelling 80 kilo-
metres per hour with a
guard rail to the immedi-

ate right. Brian grabbed
the wheel of the bus,
guided it past the guard
rail .and pulled the bus
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over to the side of the
highway.

"It was the effort of the
two of us," said the mod-
est teenager. "I just
steered. Anyone who can
get glass in their eyes and
not panic, but continue on-
-she's a real hero."

" "I don't think I could
have got the bus over to
the side of the road my-
self," said Shelda. "I
could have stopped it in
the middle of the highway,
but that could have caused
an even bigger accident.

through the guard rail and
rolled. Many lives could
have been lost that day."

Once the bus was pulled
over, Brian yelled to the
45 students on the bus for
water. Using bottled min-
eral water, he flushed
Shelda's eyes and man-
aged to get the glass out.
The glass had punctured
her eyeball and it was
leaking fluid.

Shelda has had surgery
on her eye and the cut

stitched. She still has no .

vision in her right eye. If

_her vision does not retum

in a year, she will be
placed on a waiting list for
a cornea transplant. She is
not to return to work for at
least a year-

"I used to drive Brian to
school when he was little,"
said Shelda. "He was a
very trying student and we
had our moments. Now
he's in high school and he
doesn't usually take my
bus, but I was very lucky
he was on that day."

Brian is a volunteer fire-
fighter for Manvers Town-
ship. He will graduate
from high school in June
and has applied to take

ambulance training.
Eventually, he hopes to
become a  full-time
firefighter.

"] think it was because
of his firefighting training
that he stayed calm," says
Shelda. "I think if I was
in another accident, it
wouldn't bother me _as

My horse, Joey, also appears fascinated
by these bins, and is inexplicably drawn to each and ev-
ery one as we pass them on the street. Thus began my
career in Blue Boxology. You'd be surprised what I have
leamed. :

The study of garbage-is not new, except that you really

cheaper no-name brands? Does this indicate financial
difficulties? Which brings me to the tricky area of alco-
holic beverage containers. Now, it would be unfair to
suggest anything unseemly just because there happen to
be fourteen wine bottles in the box - particularly right
after, say, New Year's Eve. However, should these
bottles happen to be from French wine, it might be con-
sidered an indication of a pro-nuclear mentality and I
would recommend that these individuals read the news-
paper once in a while.
