Funding cuts hurt
Green-Up program

Peterborough Green-Up will lose ap-
proximately $200,000. in funding due to
program cuts announced as part of the
provincial government's recent financial
statement.  The elimination of funding
also affects 17 other Green Communities
across the province.

The funding cuts, to take effect April 1,
M"were totally unexpected," said Dave
McLeod, manager of the environmental
action organization. "The cuts will have

| asignificant impact on our programs, and

could jeopardize up to seven full time

| jobs."

The effect will be felt in the popular
Green Home Visit program, where pro-
vincial funding accounts for half of total
program delivery costs. Since the pro-
gram began in June 1993, more than
3,000 local residents have taken advan-
tage of the free service, which shows
householders how to save money while
conserving energy and water and reduc-
ing waste. :

"We're okay until April, but after that
we are going to have to work very hard
to continue offering the Green Home
Visit program,” said McLeod. Peterbo-
rough City and County residents who
have not had a Green Home Visit are en-
couraged to book one right away. "We
receive support from our partners, such
as the City, the PUC and Consumers Gas,

‘based on the number of visits we do. So

the more we do now, the better."

"Cutting funding to the Green Commu-
nities doesn't make sense," said Margeree
Edwards Chair of Peterborough Green-
Up. "Here's a highly cost-effective pro-
gram that saves money, creates jobs, does
great things for the economy and the en-
vironment, and even generates net tax
revenues for the government. Are we be-
ing penny wise and pound foolish?"

The program, which also helps keep the
City's waste and sewage infrastructure
costs down, has resulted in over $3 mil-
lion in local spending through contrac-
tors, retailers and suppliers of
energy-efficient products.

Mr. McLeod made it clear that Peterbo- -
rough Green-Up will survive, despite the
unexpected cut in funding. "We had ex-
pected to receive provincial funding for
two more years, which would have al-
lowed us time to become totally self-
sufficient. Now, the size of our programs
will be drastically reduced. But with a
high level of community support, we can
stay alive."

A number of individuals associated
with the group, the Millbrook Conservation
Association (MCA), have received positive feedback
on the idea. However, in order to gauge just how much
support there is for a local Farmers Market, the group
has to hear from you.

If you would support a Farmers Market as a
consumer, or if you are a farmer or market gardener
with produce that you would be interested in selling
locally, or if you are an artisan with wares to market
and the will to do it, the MCA needs to hear from you.
On the other hand, if you have reasons to discourage
the group from this initiative, your comments would
also be welcomed.

The MCA will call a meeting within the next month
or two if enough support is forthcoming. So, if you are
interested, talk about it! Make it an issue. Discuss it
with family and friends. Weigh up the pros and cons.
Come up with ideas and suggestion§ on how it can be
done, and how it can be successful.

To give the group an idea of how much support there
would be for this, they invite you to leave your name
and number at 932-2126. A representative from the
group will be happy to return your call.

Perhaps here is one of those chances to build on our
heritage and shape the future of our community.
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The Millbrook Con-
servation Association * is
trying to assist Council in
its attempt to embrace a
policy of responsible stew-
ardship in regards to the
proposed  Schickendanz
develoment. The existing
plan of development has
been hobbled together

.over the past ten years, in

response to various and
changing concemns. Con-
versations with officials at
the Ministry of Municipal
Affairs suggest that the
village is well within its

rights to review the funda-
mentals of the planned
subdivision and attach
new conditions that more
accurately reflect the pres-
ent nature and aspirations
of the-village. In our view
the existing plan exposes
the village to many kinds
of environmental and fi-
nancial risks.

The MCA is not anti-
development. Rather, we
view = developments like
the one Mr. Schickendanz
is proposing as an oppor-
tunity to help provide
workable solutions which

will ensure that the village
remains viable, secure and
vibrant into the next
century. '

“"This will take time and

effort, and perhaps most
importantly, a Council
willing to make the some-
times hard choices neces-
sary to sustain a livable
community. Although we
recognize that Council has
many other concems at the
moment, we nevertheless
feel that the Schickendanz
development, which will
provide homes for as
many as 300 . inhabitants,
many built on unsuitable
and environmentally sen-
sitive land, is the single
most important issue fac-
ing Council in their ten-
ure, and the one which

will have the greatest im-
pact on the village. We
believe that  Council
should - ensure - that -this
subdivision is built in such
a way that these new fami-
lies are able to- maintain a
quality of life that all of us
presently enjoy in Mill-
brook, providing homes
that will create pride in
ownership which in turn
will encourage support to
this community.

To this end, the MCA is
eager to sit down with
Council and all other con-
cemned parties to discuss
the options and offer our
assistance and advice.

eaves - and’ that was from a section of the verandah
floor at that.

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Traditional Karate practiced at Pontypool Club

It's a strange sight. A dozen or so barefoot men,
women and children all dressed in baggy white gowns
pushing damp rags across the floor. Yes, they are
actually washing the floor of the gymnasium with
small rags while the mop and brooms sit in the corner.
This is part of getting back to traditionalism.
Traditional karate. Shotokan Karate to be exact.

A visit to the Pontypool Shotokan Karate Club breaks
a lot of the images one has of karate as seen on
television. Washing the floor by hand is the first
"lesson" of each class. Then, while kneeling on the
floor, there is often a discussion of traditions, values
and history of Shotokan karate. Thirty to forty minutes
is often spent in warm up exercises before the martial
arts begins for the remainder of the two hour class. On
Saturdays there is an additional hour of Bo (6 foot long
staff used for self defense) class for the experienced
students.

Numbers vary at the three weekly training sessions
with some club members driving from as far away as
Oshawa and Cannington. The club also welcomes
many visitors from other karate clubs with which it has
a loose association, in Bowmanville, Courtice and
Pickering. ,

The club was started more than two years ago on a
challenge by Rick Truax to co-worker Rick Garlough,
a second dan black belt from Courtice. "I really didn't
expect the club to last long" says Sensi (teacher)
Garlough "in such a small community." But a few hand

written signs soon had a regular core of participants.
"Through our club we attempt to give every 'student
self confidence and an understanding of a traditional
art form," Garlough explains. "We aim to inspire as
well as teach."

"I didn't expect to like it, but enjoyed it once I got

in," smiles Laura Gerow who joined at the urging of

her two sons and husband. "you have to try it to see if
you like it."

The club is exactly that, a club. There is no
membership fee, no advance payments and no salary
for the instructors, although a couple of dollars for
coffee money is sometimes given to visiting
instructors. Each participant contributes $3. per lesson
to cover the cost of facility tental with the first visit
being free. In traditional karate the masters never
taught for a profit, Teaching was a privilege, passing
on what they had learned. ,

The karate club is open to all. However, due to the
length ‘of the classes, many younger children have
difficulty remaining focused. Gitchin Funicoshi, the
founder of Shotokan Karate, started training when he
was 13, but several of the Pontypool members started
as young as 7 and 8 years old. The reason for working
out with the club vary. Some come for self defense,
others for physical fitness or as a stress reliever, but
whatever the reason those who persevere find benefits
in many-areas of their lives.

The Pontypool Shotokan Karate Club meets Tuesday
nights at Grandview Public School at 6 p.m., Thursday
nights at the Pontypool Community Centre at 6 p.m.
and on Saturdays at the Pontypool Community Centre
at 10 am. Visitors are welcome to come and watch or
join in. All that is required is a loose fitting sweat suit.

TYPES OF RRSP’S

‘There are generally only two types of RRSP’s. The
first has a guaranteed rate of return and the second has
the value of the assets that you are using for your
investment, '

1. Guaranteed Investment Certificates

This type of investment is covered under the CDIC
(deposit insurance) up to the $60,000 limit.
Certificates are purchased for one to five year terms
and the interest rate is guaranteed for the term you
select. They are referred to as being locked in until
maturity as they cannot be accessed until the term is
up.

There are also daily interest or variable rate accounts
that can be set up for your RRSP’s for those who want
better access to their accounts.

2. Mutual Funds .

A mutual fund consists of a diversified portfolio
which may include stocks, bonds, mortgages and
treasury bills. You, as the purchaser of a mutual fund,
share the ownership with the other share owners of all
the companies that are included in the fund you have
selected. These funds are professionally managed by
different companies and banks that offer mutual funds.
It should be noted that the agencies are not the owners
of these funds, but they are the managers. These types
of investments are riskier than GIC’s, as their rates
vary from year to year, however, over the long term
they generally outperform the return of interest rates.
Mutual funds are never locked-in for a certain term
which makes them more accessible within a short
period of time. Individual stocks and bonds also fall
into the mutual fund category but are usually held in a
Self-directed RRSP.

As you invest your money into mutual funds, it is
being pooled with all the other shareholders of the
fund.

Growing your own plants from seed is
one of the most rewarding parts of gar-
dening. As well, you can save a lot of
money by starting your own vegetables,
herbs, annuals and perennials. One of

the problems with seed starting is always -

lack of space - in the garden as well as in
the house. Most seed packets have more
seeds than you can possibly use in a
home garden, so consider sharing seeds
with a friend or two to get smaller
amounts and a larger selection.

Here are some suggestions to get you
started. :

Seeds can be started in any container

with enough room for roet growth and
holes for drainage. I prefer flats (about 1'
x 2') containing 8 cell packs (6 sections
to-a pack) so that each flat will hold 48
seedlings. These flats are easy to move
around, and seedlings can be easily and
safely transplanted without disturbing
their roots.

Seeds contain enough nutrients to
sprout, so a seed starting mix doesn't
have to contain any. However, it should

provide good support,- hold . moisture

well, and provide air spaces. Garden and
potting soil is too dense for starting
seeds, so buy some soil-free mix from
any garden supply store. Once the seed-
lings start to grow, you will need to use

fertilizer or transplant to some nutrient
““rich-pétting-seil.-“Moisten the mix with"

lukewarm water before planting.

Different seeds require different treat-
ment. Some need a period of cold to
break dormancy (stratification), some
need the seed coat broken (scarifying),
some germinate in light on the surface of
the soil, and some require dark to germi-
nate.” The seed packet should give in-
formation on the special requirements of
the seed.

Most seeds germinate best when the
soil temperature is between 75 and 90 de-
grees, and the soil is moist but not soggy.
Once seedlings emerge, they prefer air
temperatures of 60 to 75 degrees and a
steady supply of moisture, both above

and below ground.
Seedlings like 12 to 16 hours of light

per day. If possible, put the flats in a
south window. If you don't have enough
light or room in the windows, use a stan-
dard shop light with cool white florescent
tubes. These work as well as expensive
grow lights.

I am normally able to keep my seed-
lings in the original cell packs until they
are ready to go outdoors. However,
transplanting to larger containers, if you
have the time and space, can make for
faster growth and stronger root systems.

For most seedlings, the goal is to plant
out after the last frost, which in this area
can be early June. Here is a suggested
sowing timetable for some of the best in-
door starts: :

Onions, Leeks: March 1

Tomatoes, Peppers: April 1

Parsley, Sage, Thyme: March 15
Lavender. Rosemary: February 15
Lavatera, Four O'Clock. Morning
Glory. Sunflower, Basil, Oregano. Cori-
ander: April 15.
