But a motion to let Omni
Health Care proceed with an
environmental assessment
and soil tests on the property
was passed, with Councillors
Alex Ruth, Brian Bartlett,
Tom Jones, and Reeve Neal
Cathcart voting in favour.
Mr. Fallis was the lone objec

tor. (Councillors Brian
Squirrell and Dean Cutmore
were not present.)

Mr. Fallis said he thinks
it is premature to allow an
environmental assessment
without fully examining
alternative sites, and without
all Cotincil members under-
standing the criteria for the
site, as well as sewage and
water servicing..

has Council even requested a
planning report on the site,
to understand the impact on
the neighbouring communi
ties, and so that we can look
at things like road needs and
traffic impact.”

And he said it is “grossly
unfair” there has been no
community involvement in
the decision, especially since
the site being considered is
public property.

Wolves
declining
in Ontario

I am sure that the peo
pie of Ontario would be
surprised and upset to know
that wolf populations
remain at low levels, or are
declining here.

With winter fast
approaching and the hunt-
ing months upon us, I
would like to highlight
some concerns about the
plight of wolves which are
unnecessarily, and some
would say, senselessly, killed
for either their fur,or simply
because they are considered
“competitor” animals.

Here in Ontario, there
is no closed hunting season
for wolves — except for
three winter months in
three townships near
Algonquin Park. As there
are no bag limits on wolves,
you may kill as many as you
come across. Unfortunately,
this also includes pups,
which hold the key to a
healthy population in the
future.

Wolf numbers have
dropped significantly since
Europeans first arrived in
Ontario. Currently, there
are thought to be less than
8,000 left in the province.

ornrnendation to council.

Having said this, I am
not even fully decided that
locating the nursing home on
the land that is part of the
Old School property is neces
sarily the worst decision. The
proposed nursing home in
the Village of Milibrook
presents an important oppor
tunity for the residents of

.

this township to create some-
thing truly lasting impor
tance for future generations.
Unfortunately, because of
backroorn dealing and high-
handed decision-making on
the part of certain members
of the council, this wonderftil
opportunity is in grave 4an-
get of devolving once again
into an issue that might
potentially divide this corn-
munity, pitting neighbour
against neighbour in an issue
that should have been a joy-
ful exercise in community
building.

What the council has
failed to realise in single-
handedly choosing the site

despite claims on the part of
council that this is not a
done deal, wimess the test
holes that have already been
approved to be dug in order
to see if the land is appropri
ate for building! ), is that this
is a piece of real estate highly
charged with memories and
emotion that go back a long
time in the collective memo-
ry of this area.

I thought thatit was
ironic that the man who
plans to build the nursing
home gushed enthusiastically
how he had “fallen in love”
with that particular site. As
happy asi am that this piece
ofland has captured his heart
i the past fé months, what
occurs to me is how many
other people in this commu
nity have invested huge parts
f their own hearts and souls
in this bit ofland. On the
land just below the school is
a monument to James Deyell,
brother of the first white.set
tier in this township It was
not just happenstance that
lead this man to choose this
particular hillside as a final
resting place. Any person dri
ving into the village, espe
cially from Highway 115, can
immediately see how this hill
dominates the entire village.
The Old School, perched on
the top of that hill is, in my
own romantic imagination,
our very own castle on the
hill (even replete with dun-
geon, before the present ren
ovations got under way!),
commanding the valley
below in its late I9thcentury
splendour.

Countless residents in
and around Milibrook went
to school here, as did their
parents and parents before
them. Even though it hap-
pened almost thirty years
ago, ifyou want to start a
hotly contested debate just
talk about the movement to
close the school. It is some-
thing that still rankles in
many as if it happened yes-
terday, and rightly so as it
helped take our children out
of this community. And the
school and property would
not even be available today if

putting their own hard work
and money into its preserva
tion for years with the under-
standing what an important
resource it was. Part of that
vision included the land sur
rounding it, and clauses were
embedded in the transfer of
the property to the munici
pality especially intended to
ensure thatall the land asso
ciated with the school stayed
intact as it was integral to the
building itself. The vision
was always that this would be
a site for something of lasting
importance for all the mem
bers of this community.

When it came time for
the township to fln1 a new
space for the Milibrook

,

Lihrary, always the Old
School topped the list of pre
ferred sites. The out-going
council was visionary in sup-
porting this move, under-
standing that the library
would form the cornerstone
of preserving that building
and lead to other uses that
are even now being realised
through the creation of the
Old Millbrook School
Family Centre.

Which brings us to the
present day. Now this land,
imbued with the memories
of generations, saved
through the vision of a
group of dedicated citizens
so that it could be available
for the use of all the corn-
munity, and presently
embraced as a newly invigo
rated community centre is
in danger of being handed
off to a private developer,
thus allowing it to pass for-
ever from public into pri
vate hands. And all this
without a moment of dis
cussion with the people in
this community who are
about to loose it forever

The questions that pre
sent themselves are legion.
Is this the best use of the
land? Is it appropriate use
for land that lies at the end
of a residential street? Will
it be built in a way that
enhances this town as the
Old School does, or will we
crown our community with

equally important, is this
the best location for the
future residents of this facili
ty? Politicians hav waxed
poetic about the possible
interaction between the
elderly and the Old School
Family Cçntre, their prox
imity to the library, the
walking trails. Will the resi
dents of this nursing home
be in a condition to avail
themselves of these facili
ties, or will the location on
the top of a hill, as beautiful
as it is, in effect ghettoize
them? Will we be building a
residence that integrates or
removes its residents from
this community? Will it be a
home that we all would be
happy to vaiI ourIves of
as we grow older so that we
can stay within and
involved in our community?

Where has been the dis
cussions around these issues?
The consultations with vil
lage residents, the elderly,
those who invested s much
of themselves in saving the
school? The community
meetings where we can dis
cuss these issues and work
out solutions that are best for
all concerned? Why, after a
municipal election where
candidate after candidate got
up and spoke eloquently
about how they welcome
public input, has it come to
this, that such an important
project has moved so far
down the road with no dis
cussion?

This land ismore than
just a piece of excess real
estate. It has beena part of
th public consciousness of
the village of Milibrook since
the town’s inception. In myr
iad ways, residents’ lives have
touched, been touched, even
inextricably wound into the
fibre of this plot of earth. To
take a breath at this moment
instead of pushing ahead like
a bull in a china shop, to
take the time and put our
collective heads together, we
should be able to come up
with a solution that everyone
in this community takes
pride in. And in the process,
maybe even create a place
that we will all be grateful to
move into ourselves, in that
all too near future.

T

This man had no
legs, and was sitting on a
homemade sleigh contrap
tion whereupon he could
propel himself across snow
and ice with two short
poles. He was probably
about 70 years old.
